CTET is a national level entrance exam conducted by CBSE twice every
year to recruit skilled teachers for Primary and Elementary level.

® Senior Secondary (50% marks) & 2- year Diploma in Elementary Education OR

e Senior Secondary (45% marks) & 2- year Diploma in Elementary Education in accordance with
the NCTE OR

® Senior Secondary (50% marks) & 4- year Bachelor of Elementary Education (B.EI.Ed) OR
® Senior Secondary (50% marks) & 2- year Diploma in Education (Special Education) OR
e Graduation (50% marks) and Bachelor of Education (B.Ed)

For Teachers of Classes VI-VIII (Elementary Stage)

® Graduation & 2-year Diploma in Elementary Education OR

® Graduation (50% marks) & 1-year Bachelor in Education (B.Ed) OR

® Graduation (45% marks) & 1-year Bachelor in Education (B.Ed) in
accordance with the NCTE (Recognition Norms and Procedure) OR

® Senior Secondary (50% marks) & 4- year Bachelor in Elementary Education
(B.ELEd) OR

e Senior Secondary (50% marks) & 4- year B.A/B.Sc.Ed or B.A.Ed/B.Sc.Ed OR

® Graduation (50% marks) & 1-year B.Ed. (Special Education) OR

e Any Candidate having qualified B.ed. Programme recognized by the
NCTE is eligible to appear in TET/CTET. Moreover, as per the existing TET
guidelines circulated vide NCTE letter dated 11-02-2011, a person who is

pursuing any of the teacher education courses (recognized by the NCTE ‘

or the RCl,as the case may be) specified in the NCTE Notification dated
23-August 2010 is also qualified to appear in the TET/CTET.

(Note: Both passed or appearing in final year are eligible).
